If either or both parents are working or ill, Nerima City will provide
childcare for O(older than 58 days)to pre elementary school aged infants
who cannot receive complete childcare at home.

There is priority for high-needs children.

Education

Education System In Japan

The basic education system in Japan includes six years of elementary school
(6 to 12 years of age), three years of junior high school (12 to 15 years of
age), three years of high school , and four years of university.

Elementary school and junior high school are compulsory.

Although foreign residents are not obliged to attend school, they can

enroll at a municipal elementary or junior high school if they wish.

As a general rule you need to take an admission exam to enter high school
or university. Kindergarten is provided for children under elementary
school age as an educational facility.

Kindergartens

There are five municipal kindergartens. Children aged 4-5 years who live in
Nerima are eligible for admission. Recruitment starts around September.
For private kindergartens, recruitment starts around mid October.

Elementary schools / Junior high schools

» Admissions (Elementary Schools)

Foreign children who live in Nerima must bring their Alien Cards,

and follow the procedure at the window if they wish to enroll in municipal
elementary schools.

» Admissions (Junior High Schools)

A Japanese elementary school diploma is needed for admission to a municipal
junior high school. Please inquire at the School Affairs Section about
transferring to an elementary school if you wish to enroll your child in a
municipal junior high school in spite of the fact that your child has not
attended Japanese elementary school before.

» Tuition

Nerima city municipal elementary and junior high schools do not charge
tuition or textbook fees. Guardians must pay the costs of other learning
materials, school supplies, school meals and trips.

» Financial aid for education

If a student of municipal school has a guardian whose income is below
certain standards, financial support may be offered to help pay for learning
materials, school meals and class trips.
