Gatherings for Multiple Birth Households

The city’s Public Health Center branches hold gatherings for 
parents/guardians of twins, triplets and other multiple births. 
Participants openly exchange information about the unique 
challenges of multiple births. Parents/guardians can participate 
casually while their children play. Expectant parents are also 
welcome. For the dates, times, and eligible persons, please 
contact your local Public Health Center or Community Child and 
Family Support Center (reservation required).

This “school” offers a place for children in the local 
community to relax, with the added goal of giving them 
the opportunity to think and learn on their own. The classes 
make use of children’s leisure time, such as weekends and 
after school, and allow them to learn and experience 
various things.

These classes are designed to increase people’s knowledge 
of children’s safety in local communities. Children learn 
how to protect themselves from the dangers of crime and 
disaster, and adults gain knowledge about issues related to 
the safety of children.

These classes are designed to teach fathers about 
childrearing and housework chores and help with those 
things, and give them an opportunity to interact with their 
children as well as other fathers.

This “school” offers a place for mainly children with mental 
disabilities to relax, with the added goal of encouraging 
their psychological development. The classes make use of 
children’s leisure time, such as weekends and after school, 
and allow them to learn and experience various things.

These classes on childrearing, home education and 
children’s education are designed to enhance educational 
strength at home and in the community.
